Doors Open:  7:00am each day.    Please plan to arrive one hour before if your session is the first of the day.  

Plan to arrive 45 minutes before for all other sessions.   
 

Door Fees: Adults $25 per day, Children (5-17yrs) $20 per day  Door fees are daily.  There are no weekend 

passes. 
 

Event Merchandise:  A large selection of event merchandise will be availble.  Additionally, you can find a 

large selection of leotards, gymnastics apparel and accessories.
